Overview of project – RE involvement 
· Preparation lessons could include looking at different religious responses to the use of money and talents

     Pupils could explore what Christianity and the Bible has to say about money and how this impacts on the decisions Christians   

     make.   Bible reference: Parable of talents Matthew 25:14- The rich fool  Luke 12:13-21,    The rich man and the eye of a 
     needle Mark 10:17-31,  ‘Love of money’ 1 Timothy 6:6-10, The rich man and Lazarus Luke 16:19-31, The sheep and goats  

     Mathew 25:31-46, Sharing possessions Acts 4:32-37, Widow offering Mark 12:41-44, Faiths and deeds James 2:14-19
· This could then be linked to the business venture and looking at the values and attitudes they might have setting up a business                    in a Church School context.

· Pupils could look at the school mission statement and discuss the values and messages it gives to others; this could then be used as a resource to support pupils thinking about a mission statement for their business.  What do they want it to say about the beliefs and values that underpin the venture?

Optional activities – Learning Outside The Classroom and community participation

· Pupils could go on a visit to a local Church that is a fair trade Church and interview members of the Church community about the venture.  Why did they choose to be a fair trade church and what do they do to show this?
· Link with the local business and enterprise partnership.  Organise for pupils to meet and interview local business people about how their beliefs affect their decisions about work and money
· Develop links with a school in a fair trade country, either ‘actual’ or through internet/email
· Consider fair trade schools status
